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If we had to select a candidate for a Volunteer Service Award 
to an outstanding member of New Columbia the first name 
that will come to my mind will be Terry McLain. I was told that 
Terry was consistently available for any type of work and you 
can see his footprints everywhere. I called Terry and I asked 
him to come to my office to hear more about his volunteer 
work. 

“Everything started when this place was still Columbia Villa. I 
realized that some seniors had difficulties mowing their lawns 
so I started doing the work for free. It gave me the opportunity
to start a friendly contact with elderly people in our community
who were lonely or had little social life. My new friends were 
eagerly looking forward to seeing me every week! “

Terry, like the rest of his neighbors, was relocated for a while
to a property near Pier Park. In his new temporary home, he 
helped organize events and he was invited to take a 
Community Building training in Tacoma, WA. 

Terry had a beautiful smile when he remembered his feelings 
about moving to New Columbia. “For the first time in our life, 
we moved to a brand new apartment.” But he also had a sad 
memory connected to his free mowing service: “I had to stop 
doing it, so I had the sensation that I lost my people.”

By 2006 Terry was in charge of a youth employment program 
that is now called K-Ching (that stands for Kids Creating 
Harmony and Growth). Terry was the first resident that I met my 
first day at work. He came to my office with the K-Ching
participants. Terry looked like a grandfather taking care of his
grandsons and granddaughters and they looked at him with 
respect. These kids also seemed to be pretty comfortable 
around him. Terry told me with pride that his nickname is Papa. 
“Being part of K-Ching is one of the things that I like the most. I 
have also been a football coach for 25 years and now I am 
coaching the kids of the kids that I was coaching years ago. It is 
very special that kids talk to me on the MAX, walking on the 
street, or when I shop at the supermarket. Kids never forget you
even if they participated in the program 5 years ago!”

I asked Terry about his personal motivation and if he ever felt 
that he wanted to give up his volunteer work. “If I quit I will 
probably die right away!  Everybody knows me and I have the 
chance of meeting very interesting people. My work also gave 
me personal satisfaction in the way of awards. I got an award 
from HAP, another one from the police for my work with kids, I 
was nominated for the Governor award (but I did not get it!). If I 
combined all my hours of work I will have 4 years of full time 
volunteer work”.

When I told Terry that I wanted to hear about what the great 
woman behind him had to say about his volunteer work he did 
not hesitate, “She loves what I do, even if she is not involved as 
much as I am in the community.  She will never stop me from 
doing what I love.”

To conclude our interview, I asked Terry to send a message to 
the New Columbia residents. He replied:  “Come and join us. 
Let’s make New Columbia a better community, a place where 
we can meet friends, a place that is our neighborhood.”
